Alumna Interview 

From SGGS to Clinical Science!  
 
Dr Helen Cullington was a student at SGGS from 1982 
until 1989.  Her niece, Sophy Cullington is a current 
pupil.  Diana Brownhill had the pleasure of interviewing 
Helen via email, a copy of which follows.  Thanks very 
much to Helen for her time, and of course for such a 
fascinating insight into your journey!  

What  are  your  lasting  memories  of  your  years  at  Shottery?  
I  loved being a pupil at Shottery.  I  was proud to be part of such a special community.  My main interests 
were music and science.  I  played the flute and piano, and found it very rewarding to take part in so many 
musical activities at school.  I  used to play the piano in assembly, and was often allowed to choose the 
hymns.  My favourites were the rousing ones: óJerusalemô, óI vow to thee my countryô and óDear Lord and 
father of mankindô.  Still love them today.  I  was not very good at sport, but was greatly encouraged at 
Shottery.  In the first year I  ran 1500m in sports day (no one else wanted to do it!) .  It  took me ages, but 
I  felt very proud.  Iôm still a slow runner, but have now ran 6 marathons.  Doesnôt matter if youôre slow: 
just keep going!   
 
What or whom helped inspire your love of the sciences?  Are there any particular skills learnt 
at school that have proved useful to you in your career as a Scientist  and in general?  
  
I think I was known at school for always asking questions, and continuing to do that has helped me in my 
career.  Iôm sure it was quite frustrating for teachers at times!  I do remember all my teachers encouraged 
a questioning mind and were endlessly patient with me, especially Mr Bedford, Mr Pilling and Mr 
Stanbridge who taught me Physics and Chemistry.   
 
Mr Pilling made us all learn the first 20 elements of the periodic table off by heart (H He Li Be B etc. é) 
and I still remember it to this day!   After every Physics lesson, I would have a question for Mr Bedford, for 
example óWhen you jump up on a moving bus, how come you land in the same place?ô  (Iôm still a bit 
puzzled about that one!)    
  
I did A levels in Physics, Maths and Chemistry.  Lots of girls did Physics A level ï Mr Bedford made it very 
popular.  I then went to University of Birmingham to study Physics, and I remember being amazed on the 
first day when I looked round and saw 100 boys and about 10 girls!  I genuinely had no idea that ógirls 
didnôt study Physicsô.  Of course things are very different now. 
 
After the Sixth Form, where did you take your first degree and how did this lead to your M.Sc 
specialist interest in Audiology at the University of Southampton?  
  
During my Physics degree, I had the idea I would do Medical Physics, but then I heard about Audiology 
and I was very enthusiastic.  Audiology was always described as having ólots of patient contactô and that 
has certainly been the case.  I moved to Southampton to do a MSc in Audiology.  As soon as we started 
learning about cochlear implants, I knew that was what I wanted to do.  Cochlear implants are surgically -
implanted devices that restore a sense of hearing to profoundly deaf adults and children.  Finally I had 
found it ï the perfect mix of technology and helping people.  



Alumna Interview 

 
You have had international experience in other Clinical Science departments e.g. in the  USA . 
How did these opportunities come about and what did you gain from them both scientifically 
and in general? Did you do your PhD at this stage?  
  
Working as a Clinical Scientist has allowed me to work in six cochlear implant programmes around the 
world: Middlesbrough, Miami, Southampton and three clinics in California.  It has been a great experience 
to see different healthcare systems.  I did a PhD at the University of California, Irvine.  I was researching 
the benefit of people having two cochlear implants ï one in each ear, although traditionally only one was 
offered at that time.  It was lovely studying on an American campus ï because the weather is almost 
always great in California, the things were all set up with an outdoor lifestyle in mind.  Many of the 
buildings had corridors on the outside rather than the inside ï wouldnôt work so well in England!     
  
I returned to University of Southampton Auditory Implant Service in 2007, and have been working there 
ever since.  I have the perfect job: seeing patients and doing research.  Cochlear implants work by 
stimulating the hearing nerve with electrical pulses.  The Clinical Scientistôs job is to assess patientsô 
hearing before surgery and decide if an implant will help them.  Then we switch on the implants for the 
first time ï using a very low level of electrical pulses to start with, as hearing for the first time can be quite 
shocking.  It really is a privilege to be involved with a family when an adult or baby hears for the first time.  
Although I have switched on hundreds of cochlear implants over the years, I still often cry with the patient 
when they hear their first sounds.  
  
My research at the moment is focussed on remote care for cochlear implant users.  Many of us do so 
much on smart phones: watch TV, check our pulse, shop, monitor our fitness and activity, send pictures 
and videos instantly across the world, see our family at the touch of a button, identify songs on the radio 
é and even make phone calls.  Why not use a smart phone to adjust and test a cochlear implant, so the 
patient can manage their own care at home?  (I hope Iôm not talking myself out of a job!)   
 
What would you say to an aspiring school pupil interested in the Sciences, what are the most 
important qualities/skills to acquire before leaving school?

Barbara Chadwick 

On the Day Of Celebration each year, nestled amongst the many awards given to girls in recognition of 
a rainbow of talents, achievements and characteristics, there is the KS3 Young Performer Of The Year 
Award, in memory of Barbara Chadwick.  Here follows a collection of memories from former staff and 
students who remember the former Director of Music at Shottery, with incredible fondness.   

Mrs. Barbara Chadwick  came to SGGS in 1979 as the newly-appointed Director of Music, as successor 
to Mr. John Strickson.  She was already well known to many peripatetic Music teachers and people in 
the town, as a private piano and voice Tutor.   
 
When Barbara arrived at Shottery, she had two small children, Ben and Jessica, and they were very a 
very close family.  Barbara stayed at Shottery for about twenty years, taking early retirement aged 59, 
hoping for lots of time to enjoy her hobbies which included cooking, travelling, private tuition  and in 
particular, golf.  Sadly, she succumbed to ill health and passed away aged just 61 years.  She had not 
long become a grandmother to Megan, on whom she doted.  Her untimely death was a great loss to all 
those that knew her.  
 
As a teacher of Music at Shottery, she is remembered for so many positive attributes.  Her unfailing 
cheerful, positive and highly animated personality, with a tremendous sense of humour and capacity to 
entertain her wide circle of friends and staff alike, with all sorts of stories about events, places visited, 
people she had known and about her family, who she adored.  Secondly, she was well loved by the 
pupils.  They remember her wanting them to share her love of all genres of music and in particular, 
musicals.   
 
Barbara was trained at the Trinity College of Music in London and her enthusiasm for the subject was 
infectious.  Few will forget the emotive rendering of the hymn, óDear Lord and Father of Mankindô, in the 
references to earthquakes, wind and fire!  Her many school concerts and musicals were enjoyed by 
decades of pupils, staff and parents, particularly remarkable considering she only worked part time!  
 
She introduced  all children to a large repertoire of Music, either as performers or listeners and in this 
sense, this remarkable lady, with her upright deportment, colourful apparel and cheerful face, will live 
forever in the hearts of all who knew her and she will be remembered as an outstanding Musician.

My time with her and her friends was both entertaining and amusing, Barbara had an extremely good 
sense of humour, sometimes it wasnôt what she said but how she said it that made one laugh and we 
laughed a lot! 'é.....' Barbara was an avid reader, particularly of history both of this country and Russia 
(following a school trip which I am sure many alumnae will remember). Her fascination with the 
aristocracy of both countries was immense and she retained in-depth knowledge of everything she read. 
 
On one occasion in Dorset, this time with Irene Whitley (English department at Shottery) we were 
invited for tea at the beautiful restored chapel home of a titled lady.  We ate a delicate tea in her 
garden and admired her amazing collection of original artwork in the chapel gallery, but Barbaraôs 
interest was in the peerage connection and by the time I next saw her at school she had researched the 
Ladyôs background in Debretts, knew everything about her family and could quote the family tree (with 
dates). 
 
She had a wide circle of friends, all of whom she managed to keep in contact with: friends from school 
days, music student days, and from teaching. She made and kept new friends readily, her gift for 
friendship being one of her many endearing characteristics. Barbara loved giving dinner parties and 
getting local acquaintances together. She was an excellent cook, an interest we shared.  She never 
forgot her northern roots, regularly visiting her remaining aunt in Rochdale, and she adored her first 
grandchild. Her other passion was golf.  
 
I remember her as a larger than life, inimitable character, a good organiser, outgoing, independent, 
confident and upright of stature. Barbara was a generous person, always willing to make a cake for 
anyone or go shopping for friends and she loved a bargain! She had such enthusiasm for life and never 
let anything get her down, even her last illness which mercifully did not last long. I hope she never had 
time to turn her thoughts towards death. I was shocked and saddened when she died so relatively 
young and still miss her. I felt for her that she had been cheated out of a long retirement - she certainly 
deserved more.

I was very lucky to have Mrs Chadwick as my music teacher. She was a very special person to me and 
was always so encouraging.  I played the flute and piano and was very involved in music at school.  Mrs 
Chadwick would often assign me the job of organising a group to play in assembly, including 
transposing the music!  I always seemed to have 'a job to do for Mrs Chadwick', and this did serve as a 
good excuse for being late for other lessons sometimes!  It was great to be trusted.  Mrs Chadwick 
loved singing and it's thanks to her that I still love a lot of songs from musicals, especially Tell Me On A 
Sunday!  In concerts I used to play a lot of piano duets with Anne Wu or Rachel Smith - always very fun 
to sit at the big grand piano in the hall and play together . 
 
I did Music O level with Mrs Chadwick and our group had a lovely time.  She really helped us to learn to 
love music.  In the sixth form, one very  special event was our Leaversô Concert (I still have the tape of it 
now).  I can still see Mrs Chadwick striding around school; she had great posture and always looked 
striking.  I regret that I didnôt ever get a chance to say these things to Mrs Chadwick; she must have 
instilled a love of music into hundreds or even thousands of children, and that lasts a lifetime.  How 
fantastic to have enriched so many lives

I have very fond memories of my musical life during my time at Shottery. Mrs Chadwick had a huge 
influence on me, most especially with regards to the wonderful variety of chamber music she got many 
of us playing.  I feel very lucky to have been introduced to such experiences at school.  
 
The chamber music side of my life as a cellist now is definitely the playing that I find most personally 
satisfying and rewarding.  From school I went on to Trinity College of Music in London.  I now live in 
Dorking, Surrey, and enjoy life as a 'cello teacher and a freelance 'cellist, which has taken me to some 
interesting places including an orchestral tour to China, chamber music recitals on board cruise ships 
travelling around the Caribbean, Australia and South Africa, and, (nearer to home and slightly 
muddier!), Glastonbury Festival.   
 
I am very aware that I had a superbly happy time as a musical youngster with wonderful 
encouragement from Mrs C and many other inspirational teachers / coaches and I hope that I pass 
even a little of this on to my pupils now .

Barbara Chadwick was my piano teacher as well as a music teacher at school. As a teacher, she was 
ambitious, pragmatic and eclectic. Too few teachers induct eleven year olds into Benjamin Brittenôs 
Noyeôs Fludde in one afternoon and then the libretto of Lloyd Webberôs Tell Me On A Sunday a week 
later. Shottery can never be the same now that ñCapped Teeth and Caesar Saladò isnôt the theme tune 
to each girlôs first term.  
 
She was endlessly patient, playing (with flourishes) everything from Grease to Disney as accompanist to 
the miniature divas jostling around the music roomôs sole piano. She adored Simon Rattle, frequently 
wore shawls, and stood with clasped hands and head elegantly tipped at ten to two. That last sentence 
makes her sound like a sketch from the Telegraph (a paper she disliked), but she was unshockable, 
astute and humane. A staunch feminist, she had the measure of every girl she taught . 
 
For eight years I had piano lessons in her house on the Banbury Road: as her last pupil before dinner, 
my (appalling) efforts at the piano were fragranced with the scent of garlic or curry slowly simmering on 
the hob. At Christmas she had tree decorations shaped like musical notes.  
 
She was a great friend and mentor, and lent me innumerable books ï everything from the Forsyte Saga 
to biographies of Victorian women explorers, long before I was óold enoughô to read them. I doubtless 
owe my professional specialism in Victorian literature in part to her generosity. Barbara Chadwick was a 
great teacher and also a very kind one. Kind enough to strap a family Bible to the piano pedals, as my 
legs remained obstinately too short to reach them, and great enough to encourage her girlsô interests 
well beyond a purely musical education. I think of her often, and miss her very much.
